


THE SAINT AT LARGE,INC. RULES AND REGULATIONS

LIMITATIONS: Exhibition is limited to those persons, firms, and corporations that have contracted with The Saint At
Large, Inc. for exhibition space in Expo facility. The Saint At Large, Inc. reserves the right to reject or prohibit any exhibit,
proposed exhibit, or part thereof, which, in The Saint At Large, Inc.’s sole discretion, is not suitable to and in keeping with
the character of the Expo.

2. ASSIGNMENT: Exhibitor may not assign its contract for exhibit space or permit any other person and/or organization to

use any part of such space without the written approval of The Saint At Large, Inc..

3. COMPLIANCE WITH FIRE CODES: All exhibit and booth materials, particularly drapes, covers, curtains, and table covers

must comply with federal, state, and city fire laws, insurance underwriters, and exhibition safety regulations, and must be
flameproof. All packing materials are to be removed from the exhibition area upon completion of booth arrangement.
Exhibitor is strictly prohibited from utilizing in its exhibit, any materials other than those materials which will pass fire

inspection.

4. AREA OF SOLICITATION: Exhibitor is permitted to demonstrate products, solicit orders, and distribute advertising matter

only from its assigned table(s). The Aisles, passageways and overhead spaces remain strictly under the control of The
Saint At Large, Inc. and no signs, decorations, banners, advertising matter for special exhibits shall be permitted in them
except as by special arrangement with The Saint At Large, Inc.. Such arrangements shall be made in writing only and
subject to all of these Rules and Regulations

PROHIBITIONS: Except upon written approval by The Saint At Large, Inc., the following is prohibited at the Expo: the
distribution of stickers of any type; the selling of balloons or the use of balloons in displays; the sale of food and/or
beverages; the displaying of logos and/or names of sponsors or entities which are not the Exhibitor’s; and the
distributing information on behalf of individuals or corporations which are not the Exhibitor.

6. AUDIO/VISUAL EQUIPMENT: Motion picture, video tapes, compact discs, cassette tapes or any other types of audio/visual
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presentation will be permitted only in those locations and in such intensity as does not interfere with neighboring
exhibitors, to be determined by The Saint At Large, Inc. in its sole discretion.

LICENSING: Exhibitor assumes full responsibility for any copyright infringements and all charges, including all licensing
fees such as those required by ASCAP, BMI, or any other like or similar licensing group, that may occur on account of their
activities at the Expo, and agrees to indemnify and hold harmless The Saint At Large, Inc,, its successors or assigns as it
now or hereinafter may be constituted from any and all claims, losses or expenses incurred with regard thereto.
Exhibitor, upon request, shall provide The Saint At Large, Inc. with written proof that all copyright provisions and laws
have been satisfied by Exhibitor or some other party on Exhibitor’s behalf.

SECURITY: Exhibitor must make provision for the safekeeping of its goods and exhibit materials from the time they are
placed in Exhibitor’s booth until they are removed. Security guards may be employed for the duration of the Expo, but
The Saint At Large, Inc. will not be responsible, nor act as guarantor, for the safety of exhibit materials against fire, death,
accident or any loss or injury whatsoever. Exhibitor agrees to assume all liability for damage to its own goods and to the
Expo facility by reason of the exhibit and its presence in the Expo.

9. STORAGE: In the event that The Saint At Large, Inc. or any other entity provides storage space for the securing of items for
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Exhibitor, liability restrictions set forth in the preceding paragraph for The Saint At Large, Inc. shall apply to such space.
No representative of The Saint At Large, Inc. is empowered to accept liability for merchandise or exhibit materials
without written authorization from a The Saint At Large, Inc. Executive.

PAYMENTS: In the event that space assigned to Exhibitor has not been fully and timely paid for by the Exhibitor, The
Saint At Large, Inc., at its option, may terminate this agreement and reassign the reserved space to another Exhibitor. In
neither case shall the defaulting Exhibitor be entitled to any refund of funds paid in advance to The Saint At Large, Inc. as
payment for such space.

DAMAGES: Exhibitor assumes all responsibility for damages to the Expo facility and it shall indemnify and hold harmless
The Saint At Large, Inc. from all liability that might result from any cause whatsoever including accidents or injuries to
Exhibitor, its agents or employees. Exhibitor further agrees to hold harmless The Saint At Large, Inc., its officers,
employees, members, delegates, contractors and volunteers from any and all liability to any person or persons for or by
any reason of any act or omission of Exhibitor, or any of its agents or employees. Indemnity includes, but is not limited to,
claims for copyright, trademark or patent infringement, unfair competition and product liability.

CANCELLATION BY The Saint At Large, Inc.: In the event that The Saint At Large, Inc. shall fail to hold the Exhibition as
herein provided, or if by reason of fire, wind, terrorist attack, storms or any other cause or condition beyond the control
of The Saint At Large, Inc., the festival facility becomes unavailable, The Saint At Large, Inc. shall not be liable to Exhibitor
for any loss or damage suffered by Exhibitor as a result of such cancellation, postponement, or relocation of the festival.
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The Saint At Large, Inc. reserves the right to cancel this contract for any reason or no reason. The Saint At Large, Inc. will
not be responsible for any damages or costs associated with cancellation except for a full refund of any payments made to
The Saint At Large, Inc.

CANCELLATION BY EXHIBITOR: Exhibitor agrees it will pay to The Saint At Large, Inc. an administrative fee of Two
Hundred fifty Dollars ($250) in order to cancel this contract. Notice to cancel shall be provided The Saint At Large, Inc. in
writing, and considered furnished upon actual receipt by The Saint At Large, Inc.. This contract may not be canceled by
Exhibitor less than 30 days prior to the expo.

SET UP AND BREAK DOWN OF BOOTH: Exhibitor shall move in all materials and construct all displays during the
specifically designated move in period. In the event that Exhibitor fails to move all materials during the designated move-
in time period, The Saint At Large, Inc. shall have the right to terminate this contract and reassign the Exhibitor’s space.
Exhibitor shall dismantle and remove from the Exhibition location all booths and displays during the designated move
out period. Exhibitor shall be prohibited from removing any booths and display materials except during the designated
move-out period.

VIOLATIONS: The Saint At Large, Inc. reserves the right to remove from the Expo premises the Exhibitor and any or all of
the property of the Exhibitor should the Exhibitor violate any of the Rules and Regulations. This right may be exercised
without prior notice and without hearing. The Exhibitor will not be entitled to a refund of any amount if there is any
violation or default.

DEFAULT: Any of the following actions by the Exhibitor shall constitute a default in this agreement: failure to follow any
of the procedures and policies described herein, including payment provisions; use of display equipment, products or
services which varies in any way from the description set forth in the application and agreement; disruptive behavior of
any kind; and, violation of any municipal, state or federal laws, including safety code.

EXPO FACILITY RULES: Exhibitor is required to follow all rules and regulations of the expo facility. It is recommended
that all exhibitors review rules and regulations of the expo facility as early as possible.

ADDITIONAL RULES AND REGULATIONS
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All exhibitors and their personnel shall be properly attired. The following is specifically prohibited: The display of less
than completely and opaquely covered genitals, pubic region, buttocks, anus, or female breasts below a point
immediately above the aureolas.

Sexual activities are prohibited. Sexual activities include the fondling or other erotic touching of genitals, pubic region,
buttocks, anus, or the female breasts.

The visual depiction, in print or on film of minors or acts including animals is prohibited.

Exhibitors shall cooperate fully with the representatives of the local police department during the event and shall make
no attempt to circumvent of undermine the law enforcement efforts of any officer patrolling the area.

The Saint At Large, Inc. may remove any exhibitor which The Saint At Large, Inc. deems, in The Saint At Large’s sole
discretion, to be in violation of any of the terms and conditions set forth herein. In the event of removal for reasons
set forth herein, exhibitor shall not be entitled to any refunds or consequential damages as a result of the removal.
